Sean Frederick Forbes is the author of a collection of poems titled Providencia (2Leaf Press, 2013). On March 17, 2014, his poem “Cashel Man” was featured in the Academy of American Poets Poem-A-Day online series. His poems have appeared in several journals including Crab Orchard Review and English Journal. From 2018-2024, he served as the poetry editor for New Square, the official publication of the Sancho Panza Literary Society. He teaches at the University of Connecticut as an Associate Professor-in-Residence and is the Director of the Creative Writing Program. He is currently at work on his second collection of poems titled “Archaeological Revival.”
Sandee Gertz is the author of The Pattern Maker’s Daughter, a poetry collection, (Bottom Dog Press 2012) and most recently the winner of the Mary Jean Irion Prize in Poetry. She is a Sandburg Livesay award winner and has published her poetry, essays, and memoir pieces in literary journals for over 25 years, including Green Mountains Review, Gargoyle, Poet Lore, Northern Appalachia Review, Wild Roof Journal, The Ledge, Cathexis Northwest Press, and more. She was recognized as one of 16 Working Class Poets in World Literature Today and is currently working to complete a novel. Her Creative Nonfiction essay exploring her “North/South” divide is forthcoming in The Pittsburgh Quarterly Magazine. She resides in Nashville, Tennessee and teaches at Cumberland University as an Associate Professor. She is the Poetry Editor for Sancho Panza Literary Society’s literary journal, New Square.

*Founding Director of The Sancho Panza Literary Society— Prof. Joseph M. Reynolds did his graduate work in Creative Fiction under the tutelage of acclaimed novelist and memoirist Da Chen. He teaches college in New England, and at Trinity College Dublin, and is the author of the novel Make Dust our Paper, which was reviewed “an instant classic, a major new talent has arrived,” by Da Chen. As an undergraduate, he was a speechwriter and intern in the U.S. Senate office of the late Sen. Edward M. Kennedy. In addition to directing the residency program, he is the editor in chief and fiction editor of Sancho’s official publication, New Square Literary Magazine.

Flights—No mandated flights. People are free to book whichever flight arrangements are most convenient. 
Accommodation—In residence at Trinity College Dublin (private rooms and full maid service) at approximately $90-115.00 with discount codes provided which are forthcoming. (Trinity can also accommodate spouses or other guests of attendees).
 Class—10:00am to12:30 each day—Trinity College Dublin. The academic schedule is a hybrid between open workshop of attendee’s work, generative exercises and prompts, and discussion/debate of featured published works, though workshop of member submissions is the overwhelming and primary focus. We may also schedule occasional afternoon meetings to accommodate additional submissions, if desired, and have an ending cohort reading at the close of each session. 
 Examples of Featured Outside of Class Excursions (among others, and all are optional):

· Attend a play or plays at the Abbey Theatre, Gate Theater, or Smock Alley Theater
· Visit the Book of Kells and the Long Room Library at Trinity (This has been under construction in recent years.) 
· Tour the Dublin Writer’s Museum 
· Trip to the Irish Sea via a short train ride to the village of Howth (train leaves right from campus and the ticket is 5 euros)
· Dublin Shakespeare Festival (on campus)
· Day Trip to Galway City, The Burren, and the Cliffs of Moher (there will be a “free day” scheduled to allow attendees to take this tour).
· Tour Grafton Street and St. Stephen’s Green (adjacent to campus)

· Potential Day-Tour of the Artisan Farmer’s Market District

Sample Itinerary (workshop meets on campus at TCD)
*The workshop meets in The Arts Building/Trinity Conference Center Room 5033 in the front square section of campus.  It will convene at 10am each day, and usually continue until around lunch time. That said, the room is ours all day and we can stay longer if we like and as the situation dictates, (we have a couple of planned afternoon sessions already, and can decide amongst ourselves what time we want to reconvene on those days). 
***All excursions are optional-- the time and the city are yours.

Evening—Theater or on your own
Day Seven (Saturday) Day Off to Book A Tour to the Cliffs of Moher or Galway, etc. (On your own.) This day open for those of you who want to take the tour west to Galway, the Burren, and The Cliffs of Moher. This trip can be booked through The Dublin tour company’s website (it’s the first option—Cliffs of Moher, Galway, and Burren tour), or in person once you arrive on campus. The tour leaves from upper O’Connell Street in Dublin (10 minute walk from Trinity) at 7am. It’s an all- day jaunt to the wild western countryside of Ireland—Galway (guided tour of Galway City), County Clare, The Burren, the village of Doolin, and the legendary Cliffs of Moher
